· Image of the Future (awarded to professionals who develop the future visual communications)
· Media of the Future (awarded to those who foresee the next step in media development)
· Relations of the Future (awarded to professionals in reputation, crisis or CSR management)
· Idea of the Future (awarded to specialists who communicate innovations that do not exist yet).
· City of the Future (awarded to professionals engaged in city branding)
· Education of the Future (awarded to to communicators with innovative approach to education who promote creativity among students)

· Tolerance for the Future (awarded to outstanding leaders promoting tolerance in communications)

· Grand Davos Award (awarded to key figures of the industry for their outstanding contributions to the development of communications)
