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Prime-Minister Volodymyr Groysman has opened WCFDavos Kyiv 2016

The third regional session of the World Communication Forum WCFDavos Kyiv 2016 has started in Kyiv. A world-wide scale event has brought together 55 speakers from 10 countries and over the span of two days 11 panel discussions will take place.
Ukraine’s Prime-Minister Volodymyr Groysman welcomed WCFDavos Kyiv 2016 Participants. He started his address with stressing the role of communication for the country in general. “We communicate a lot and are often asked, why do we tell and explain so little? I believe the question is just. It is not only to do the job we must, but to communicate and clearly explain why we are doing this, what it will give us and to what result it will lead. At the same time we must understand the reverse information: what is really happening in order to correct our activities. Therefore, communications are now of the utmost importance” – Volodymyr Groysman has remarked.
The Prime-Minister believes, Ukraine is forced to respond to both internal and external challenges. Among external challenges, the country has to win against the informational aggression. “The struggle is not between sides but between ideologies, between principles and values. And it is important that the values, which unify us – democracy, freedom, inviolability of the international law, freedom of speech – those values will be the ones that win”. – Volodymyr Groysman remarked. Speaking of internal challenges, the Prime-Minister stressed the need to focus on transforming the country and integrating into the European community. “Today we see that the economy is slowly getting back to life but we have to foster this growth, - he said. – We have no time left. Therefore, our task is to move swiftly but efficiently.”.
Also, the Prime-Minister stressed that the task of changing the life in the country is common to both government and society. “Both government and society have to unite their efforts in order to achieve the goal we set to ourselves – the rule of law, no corruption, economic development, just social policy and, finally, creating a country, where one can live comfortably and safely. This task is common to all of us.” – said the Prime-Minister.

Yaryna Klyuchkovska, Director of Strategy and Development at GROU, has welcomed the Prime-Minister’s address remarking that finally, public dialogue – thanks to the support including that of the head of the Government – shifts from being merely technical to really communicative function of the state. “Now we believe our Forum is opened!” – she added.
During the first day of WCFDavos Kyiv 2016, several panel discussions took place. Representatives of the government, businesses and international experts from all over the world shared their thoughts on possible ways of implementing win-win type communication strategies in Ukraine.
